e 300 individuals, businesses, churches, and civic organizations partner with us.

In spite of considerable challenges facing many families, God is moving in our midst. Last
school year, our Christ-centered, volunteer-driven, invitation-based project was launched at
Airport High School. Next year, we will multiply to Brookland-Cayce High School. Our efforts
represent a partnership with Christ Central Ministries, Inc. and Fellowship of Christian Athletes.
